THE COACHES
}Joel DePagter (Lawrence 1998), the 
1997 Midwest Conference Player of 
the Year and 2009 Midwest Confer-
ence Coach of the Year, is in his sev-
enth season at Lawrence and has a 
record of 92-66 (.582). 
}Todd Skrivseth (Coe 1996)is in his 
third season at Monmouth and has a 
record of 19-44 (.302).

THE SERIES
}In a series that dates to 1926, Mon-
muth holds a 67-38 advantage, but 
the Vikings have dramatically closed 
that gap over the past 15-plus years. 
Since current head coach Joel DePag-
ter was a player in the 1997-98 season, 
Lawrence has a 21-6 edge against the 
Scots. Lawrence also is on an 11-game 

win streak against Monmouth, which 
is the longest streak the Vikings have 
put together in the series.

LAST GAME
	 Lawrence rallied from a double-
digit deficit in the second half, but 
Carroll hung on for an 84-78 Midwest 
Conference victory on Tuesday at Van 
Male Fieldhouse.
	 The Vikings trailed by 15 points 
early in the second half, but Lawrence 
trimmed the margin 
to one before Carroll 
recovered. The Pio-
neers built the lead 
back to double digits 
and then had to hold 
on in the final min-
utes.
	 Trace Sonnleit-
ner paced Lawrence 
and all scorers with a career-high 21 
points. The sophomore forward went 
7-for-9 from the floor, including 5-for-
5 from 3-point range.
	 Chris Siebert added 19 points for 
the Vikings, and Ryan DePouw had 16 
points and a team-high six rebounds.

}Head coach Joel DePagter is 11-0 
against Monmouth in his coaching 
career.

}Senior guard Chris 
Siebert (Baraboo, 
Wis./Baraboo) scored 
19 points at Carroll 
on Tuesday and is 
now tied with head 
coach Joel DePagter 
for eighth place on 
the career scoring 
list with 1,243 points. 
Siebert needs just five points to move 
past Lawrence Hall of Famers Matt Mi-
ota (1,246) and Joel Ungrodt (1,247) 
into sixth place on the list.

}Siebert leads the team and ranks 
fifth in the Midwest Conference in 
scoring at 18.4 points per game.

He ranks 14th in the conference in 
rebounds per game and third at 4.8 
defensive rebounds per contest. De-
Pouw ranks 19th at 4.6 rebounds per 
game, and Siebert is 20th at 4.5.

}Sophomore forward Trace Sonn-
leitner (Appleton, Wis./North) has set 
career scoring highs in two of the last 
three games. Sonnleitner scored a ca-
reer-high 19 points at Ripon on Jan. 22 
and then topped that with 21 points 
on Tuesday at Carroll. Sonnleitner is 
averaging 4.8 points per game and is 
shooting an impressive 50.8 percent 
from the floor, including 53.8 percent 
(14-for-26) from 3-point range.

}Nikitas and senior 
guard Brian Gryszkie-
wicz (Menomonee 
Falls, Wis./Sussex 
Hamilton) are both 
in the top three in 
the conference in 
steals. Nikitas leads 
the lead at 2.2 per 
game, and Grysz-
kiewcz is third at 1.6. Gryszkiewicz 
leads the team and is fifth in the con-
ference at 3.8 assists per game.

}Lawrence ranks fifth in the Miwest 
Conference in scoring offense at 79.8 
points per game. The Vikings are sixth 
in scoring defense at 77.2 points per 
contest.

}The Vikings are fourth in the league 
field goal percentage at 50.1 percent 
and fourth in 3-point shooting at 40 
percent. The Vikings rank fifth in field 
goal percentage defense at 46.7 per-
cent and ninth in 3-point field goal 
percentage defense at 40.2 percent.

SCOUTING MONMOUTH
}Grinnell hit four 
consecutive free 
throws in the final 
26 seconds to seal a 121-115 win over 
the Scots on Tuesday at Monmouth. 
Grinnell couldn’t pull away from Scots 
throughout the second half, but Mon-

mouth couldn’t mount a rally against 
the Pioneers. Jack Taylor and Aaron 
Levin both had 27 points for Grinnell, 
and Cole Jackson scored a game-high 
28 points for Monmouth.

}The loss to Grinnell ran Monmouth’s 
losing streak to a season-long six 
games. The Scots have not won since 
beating Cornell 69-53 on Jan. 2.

}Cole Jackson leads the Scots in scor-
ing and ranks 13th in the Midwest 
Conference at 16.2 points per game.

}Monmouth has two other players av-
eraging double figures in points. Nick 
Marema is at 12.0 points per game, 
and Andrew Mathison is at 11.0. 
Mathison also is tops on the team in 
rebounds and ranks second in the 
conference at 7.5 rebounds per game.

}Both Jackson and Jon Calhoun are 
leading the team in assists at 1.1 per 
contest.
