DePouw is the 22nd player in Law-
rence history to score 1,000 points. 
DePouw hit 8-of-13 shots from the 
floor, including 4-of-6 from 3-point 
range, and was a perfect 6-for-6 from 
the foul line.
	 Jamie Nikitas added 16 points and 
a game-high six rebounds for the Vi-
kings. Connor Weas scored 15 points 
in just 16 minutes for Lawrence, and 
Trace Sonnleitner and Mitch Willer 
added 12 points apiece.
	 Cody Hildebrand and Max Stut-
sman scored 12 points apiece to pace 
the Blueboys.
	 Lawrence actually trailed 18-8 af-
ter the Blueboys hit four of their first 
five attempts from beyond the arc. 
Lawrence then took command by go-
ing on a 13-2 run over the next 2:48 
to grab a 21-20 lead. DePouw, Nikitas 
and Weas all hit 3-pointers during that 
run for the Vikings.
	 Lawrence led 29-24, but the Vi-
kings really caught fire over the final 
10 minutes of the first half. The Vikings 
outscored Illinois College 31-9 in the 
final 9:42 of the half to grab a 60-33 
advantage at the half. DePouw had 14 
points in the first half, and the Vikings 
had four players in double figures by 
the break.
	 Lawrence quickly pushed the 
lead to 34 at 72-38 just 3:42 into the 
second half and the rout was on. The 
Vikings would lead by as many as 37 
points in the second half. 

VIKINGS UPDATE
}The Vikings hit the 
century mark in their 
win over Illinois College 
on Saturday. It was the 
first time Lawrence had 
scored 100 points in a 
game against an op-
ponent other than Grinnell since they 
did it against Illinois College on Dec. 3, 
2010. Jon Mays scored 26 points that 
day in Lawrence’s 100-79 win over the 
Blueboys.

}Senior swingman Ryan DePouw 
(Oconto, Wis./Oconto) became the 
22nd player in Lawrence history to 

top 1,000 points when he passed the 
plateau against Illinois College. De-
Pouw scored a season-high 26 points 
and fell one short of topping his ca-
reer high of 27 vs. Cornell on Feb. 15, 
2014. DePouw is just five points from 
passing Rob Cohen (1,005) for 21st on 
the career scoring list.

}DePouw has pushed his season scor-
ing average to 13.8 points per game, 
which is second on the team and 14th 
in the Midwest Conference. DePouw 
is second on the team in rebounding 
at 4.9 per game and second at 2.9 as-
sists per game.

just 7.0 points per contest. Nikitas is 
tops on the team in scoring at 14.3 
points per game, good for 11th in 
the conference. Nikitas is the team’s 
top rebounder and is second in the 
league at 7.9 per game. Nikitas also 
tops the team at 3.0 assists per game.

}Sophomore guard 
Connor Weas 
(Whitefish Bay, Wis./
Whitefish Bay) was 
the microwave last 
Saturday because he 
heated up in a hurry. 
Weas scored a ca-
reer-high 15 points 
in just 16 minutes against Illinois Col-
lege. Weas topped his previous ca-
reer best of 10 points at Monmouth 
earlier this season. Weas went 5-for-6 
from the floor, including 3-for-3 from 
beyond the arc against the Blueboys.
Weas is now shooting 45.5 percent 
(10-22) from beyond the arc this sea-
son.

}Sophomore forward Mitch Willer 
(Sussex, Wis./Sussex Hamilton) has 
had a breakout second half of this sea-
son. Since the Vikings returned from 
the holidays, Willer has averaged 8.0 
points while shooting 74.0 percent 
(37-50) from the floor over the last 11 
games. 

}Lawrence ranks sixth in the Mid-
west Conference in scoring offense at 
70.8 points per game, and the Vikings 
are fourth in scoring defense at 71.2 
points per contest.

}Lawrence ranks fourth in the league 
in field goal percentage defense at 
44.7 percent, and the Vikings are 
shooting 45.0 percent, which is 

eighth.

}Lawrence ranks fifth in the Midwest 
Conference in free-throw shooting at 
71.2 percent. The Vikings have been 
great from the line in the last five 
games. Lawrence has hit 56-of-68 free 
throws for 82.4 percent in the last five 
contests. DePouw (19-22, 86.4 per-
cent), Trace Sonnleitner (13-15, 86.7 
percent) and Willer (9-11, 81.8 per-
cent) are all shooting better than 80 
percent in that stretch.

}Lawrence ranks fifth in 3-point shoot-
ing at 37.0 percent, and the Vikings 
are sixth in defending the 3-pointer at 
35.7 percent.
