VIKINGS UPDATE
}The shooting woes 
continue for the Vi-
kings. Lawrence shot 
just 23.2 percent (13-
for-56) in the loss at 
Lake Forest on Tues-
day night. The Vikings 
scored just 44 points against the For-
esters and have now averaged just 
39.8 points over the last four games. 
That is well below the season average 
of 55.7 points per contest.

}Senior guard Alex Deshler (La Crosse, 
Wis./Aquinas) recently moved past 
Alisa Haase and Beth Pollnow into 
17th place on the career scoring list. 
Deshler has 774 points in her career 
and needs 26 points to move past 
Laura Aerts, who is 16th with 799.

}Deshler has been Lawrence’s most 
consistent player and has scored in 
double figures in seven of the last 
nine contests. Deshler leads the team 
in scoring at 9.9 points per game.

}Deshler is tops on the team in re-
bounding at 6.8 boards per game. 
She is the top rebounding guard in 
the league where she ranks seventh 
overall.  

}The Vikings have three of the top 11 
rebounders in the league. In addition 
to Deshler, sophomore forward Katie 
Schumacher (Little Chute, Wis./Little 
Chute) ranks ninth at 6.3 rebounds 
per game, and sophomore forward 
Andrea Wilkinson (Racine, Wis./Lu-
theran) is 11th at 5.8. More than half 
of Schumacher’s rebounds, 3.6 per 
game, come on the offensive end. She 
is fourth in the league in offensive re-
bounds.

}Desher had a rare miss at the foul 
line on Tuesday night, but she contin-
ues to lead the Midwest Conference in 
free-throw shooting. Deshler is at 90.3 
percent after going 28-for-31 at the 
line this season.

}Lawrence ranks sixth in the confer-

ence in free-throw shooting at 68.2 
percent.

}Lawrence is seventh in the Midwest 
Conference in scoring defense at 67.6 
points per game. The Vikings are 11th 
in the conference in scoring offense at 
55.7 points per game.

}Lawrence is 11th in the league in 
field goal percentage at 33.8 percent. 
The Vikings rank fourth in field goal 
percentage defense at 38.9 percent.

}Lawrence is ninth in 3-point shoot-
ing at 23.7 percent, and Lawrence is 
seventh in defending the 3-pointer at 
28.1 percent.

SCOUTING GRINNELL
}Grinnell hung with 
powerful Cornell for 
a half on Tuesday 
night before the 
Rams pulled away 
for a 79-55 victory. 
Rikki Mulloy poured 
in 25 points for Cornell, and Anne 
Boldt paced Grinnell with 15 points. 
Grinnell was absolutely dominated 
on the board as Cornell piled up a 55-
31 advantage on the glass. The Rams 
pulled down 19 offensive rebounds in 
the contest.

}Grinnell has a first-year head coach 
in Dana Harrold. She came to Grin-
nell after serving as the assistant at 
her alma mater, Dubuque, since 2006. 
Harrold replaced Kate Gluckman, who 
coached the Pioneers for five seasons. 
Gluckman had just started to see re-
sults in her rebuilding of the program 
as Grinnell had posted a record of 23-
23 over the past two seasons.

}Grinnell’s go-to player on offense is 
guard Alissa Hirsh, who ranks second 
in the Midwest Conference at 17.5 
points per game. Illinois College’s 
Hannah McGinnis is tops in the league 
in scoring at 19.8 points per contest. 
Guard Anne Boldt also is scoring in 
double figures for the Pioneers at 12.0 
points per game.

}Hirsh also is tops on the team in re-
bounding at 4.5 per game. The Pio-
neers are getting killed on the glass 
and are a minus-9.3 in rebounding 
margin.

}Hirsh also leads the team in assists at 
4.0 per game. That places her fourth in 
the Midwest Conference. 

}Grinnell ranks eighth in the Midwest 
Conference in scoring offense at 64.6 
points per game. The Pioneers are 
ninth in scoring defense at 77.2 points 
per game.

}Grinnell is shooting 36.4 perent from 
the floor, which ranks ninth in the
