	 Alex Deshler paced Lawrence 
with 15 points, and Andrea Wilkinson 
added 14. Courtney Schmidt and Kas-
sidy Rinehart grabbed six rebounds 
apiece for the Vikings.
	 After Lawrence stopped the early 
scoring run with Beth Hoster’s jumper, 
the Lady Blues scored the next eight 
points to build their biggest lead of 
the half at 23-2.
	 Lawrence finally found its shoot-
ing touch and finished the first half 
strong. 
	 The Vikings outscored Illinois Col-
lege 17-8 over the final 8:31 to cut the 
lead to 31-19 at the break. Deshler 
scored 11 points during that stretch 
and Wilkinson added six.

	 The Vikings edged closer in the 
second half with the help six consecu-
tive points that trimmed the lead to 
38-27 with 13:40 remaining. Illinois 
College finally put the Vikings away 
by scoring the game’s next 17 points. 
 
VIKINGS UPDATE
}Senior guard Alex 
Deshler (La Crosse, 
Wis./Aquinas) has av-
eraged a team-best 
15.6 points per game 
over her last three 
games. Deshler has 
pushed her scoring average to 10.7 
points per game, and that ranks 25th 
in the conference.

}Deshler has moved 
up to 12th place 
on Lawrence’s ca-
reer scoring list. She 
scored 29 points in 
the two games last 
week and moved 
past Vicki Corbeil 
(830) and Lawrence 
Hall of Famer Robin 
Chapman (833). Deshler is just seven 
points from passing Dara Rakun (866) 
and 11 points shy of moving past Car-
rie Van Groll (868) and into the top 10 
in career scoring.

}Desher also is the top rebounder on 
the team at 6.5 per game. She also is 
one of the top rebounding guards in 
the league and ranks eighth overall. 
Sophomore forward Katie Schumach-
er (Little Chute, Wis./Little Chute) is 
10th in the conference in rebounding 
at 6.1 per contest.

}Junior guard Kassidy Rinehart (Hor-
tonville, Wis./Hortonville) is tops on 
the team in assists at 2.4 per contest. 
Deshler is second at 2.1 per game.

}Deshler went 3-for-3 from the foul 
line and ranks second in the confer-
ence in free-throw shooting at 85.2 
percent. Deshler has some work to do 
if she wants to top the Lawrence re-
cord of 86.9 percent set by Lawrence 

Hall of Famer Sarah ONeil in 1990-91.

}Sophomore for-
ward Andrea Wilkin-
son (Racine, Wis./
Lutheran) had her 
seventh double-dig-
it scoring game of 
the season when she 
picked up 14 points 
at Illinois College. 
It was her second-
highest scoring game of the season, 
eclipsed only by her career-high 21 
points at Knox on Dec. 14.

}Lawrence is seventh in the Midwest 

Conference in scoring defense at 67.5 
points per game. The Vikings are 11th 
in the conference in scoring offense at 
51.7 points per game.

}Lawrence has been very consis-
tent defensively over the last month. 
Throwing out the game against Knox 
and its radically uptempo style, Law-
rence hasn’t allowed an opponent to 
score more than 68 points since Jan. 
18. Over that stretch, the Vikings have 
allowed 64.2 points per contest. 

}Lawrence is 11th in the league in 
field goal percentage at 33.6 percent. 
The Vikings rank sixth in field goal 
percentage defense at 39.6 percent.

}Lawrence is 11th in 3-point shoot-
ing at 19.6 percent, and Lawrence is 
eighth in defending the 3-pointer at 
29.3 percent.

}Due to the unbalanced Midwest 
Conference schedule, this is the only 
meeting between Lawrence and Be-
loit this season. The only other team 
Lawrence faces just once in league 
play is Monmouth.

SCOUTING BELOIT
}Beloit won two 
straight after snapping 
a nine-game losing 
streak last week. The 
Bucs defeated Lake Forest 79-63 on 
Feb. 5 and then won 77-51 at Grinnell 
this past Saturday. Lana Wieseman 
scored a game-high 20 points for Be-
loit in the win over Grinnell and Lau-
ren McNanna added 17.

}The Bucs are powered by the 1-2 
punch of forward Lana Wieseman 
and guard Lauren McNanna. Wiese-
man leads the team in both scoring 
and rebounding. Wieseman is second 
in the conference at 15.9 points per 
game and is ninth at 6.2 rebounds per 
contest. McNanna ranks eighth in the 
conference in scoring at 14.7 points 
per game.

}McNanna is easily the top 3-point

}The Bucs are shooting 76.4 percent 
from the foul line, and that ranks first 
in the conference.

}Beloit ranks eighth in the league 
in scoring offense at 63.3 points per 
game. The Bucs are 10th in the league 
in scoring defense at 75.3 points per 
contest.

}Beloit is shooting 40.4 percent from 
the floor, which ranks seventh in the 
conference. The Bucs are 10th in field 
goal percentage defense at 44.6 per-
cent.

}Beloit is shooting 28.6 percent from 
beyond the 3-point arc, and that ranks 
fourth in the conference.
